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History

In 1945, at the end of World War Il much of the belief of European societies in their respective governments'
abilities to employ foreign policy in a peaceful manner was shattered. An independent movement to reshape the
increasingly obsolete League of Nations emerged. Its goal was to establish the United Nations Association, a body
aimed at raising public awareness of the principles of the United Nations by means of education. One of the main
reasons behind the creation of the United Nattheons
scour g e Inas, omafrthe defunct League of Nations emerged the United Nations Association in Britain.
Following the British Association, the movement in Australia first began in Tasmania and gradually emerged in all
states and territories. In 1946, the World Federation of the United Nations Associations (WFUNA) came into
existence. The United Nations Association of Australia (UNAA) was one of its earliest members. In 1948, the
Australian Minister for External Affairs, Dr H V Evatt was appointed as President of the United Nations General
Assembly. His subsequent influence and public popularity increased the membership of UNAA significantly. It was

al so Doc Evatt’'s idea to set up Australian branches
The federal government established the Australian National Committee for the United Nations (ANCUN) to co-
ordinate voluntary organizations aimed at supporting the UN. In 1950, ANCUN and UNAA merged to become one
organization. The current organizational structure of UNAA consists of federal, state and territory levels. Each state

and territory has its own division. The Western Australian branch (UNAAWA) was established in 1948. It has a
proud history of members and presidents who are well known to the community and actively engaged in
supporting the aims of the United Nations. These aims include world peace, the promotion of human rights,
freedom and equality, as well as environmental protection for a sustainable future.

In the period spanning from the 1950s to the early 1980s, UNAAWA was closely affiliated with the United Nations
Chi | dund(ONICEF) afd supported the Freedom From Hunger (FFH) Campaign. The organization continues its
work with the main focus being public education. It conducts regular talks on concerns of human rights, social
justice and vital environmental matters. In addition, UNAAWA actively fostersr el at i ons hi pnd
governmental agencies to ensure greater public awareness. UNAAWA maintains Standing Committees on human
rights and the environment. The current patron of the WA Division is His Excellency Dr Ken Michael, AC Governor
of Western Australia.

Harold Boas was born in Adelaide in 1883 and moved to Perth in 1905. He was an architect, town planner and
influential Jewish Community leader. In his unpublished autobiography Bricks and Mortaihe describes how the

Western Australian Branch of the United Nations Association came into existence. He wrote: ¢ hy Y& NB i dz
Perth from Melbourne after World War Il, | was invited among others, to meet the Representatives of the
Commonwealth Department of External Affairs for the purpose of setting up a Western Australian Division for the
AustraliaAssociation for the United Niahs An initial meeting was held in March 1948&t which this body was
formecdk (p. 209).

Mr Boas' active involvement with the Association included his role as Chairman of the United Nations Appeal for
Children, resulting in a substantial amount of funds being raised In Western Australia in support of this cause. He
was in constant contact with a significant number of public bodies and established social and professional
networks for the organization. Mr Boas raised awareness of the work of the United Nations by way of broadcasting

issues on air.

In 1950, Harold Boas was approached by the National Committee of ANCUN and asked to represent Australia at
the United Nations Conference in Bangkok. In his memoirs, he makes a vital point about Racial Equality. He writes:

To do this, one of his main goals was to advance the objectives of the United Nations through the Association. He
was relentless in his continuous search for new ways to improve the Union, in order to make it a more effective
mechanism. One avenue to extend the influence and effectiveness of the Association was by advancing and
increasing the membership of the Society.

Reverend Green held one of the longest and widest ministries at Wesley Church and has always been closely
affiliated with Wesley College in Perth.

Norman Roy Collins attended school at Charters Towers, a college established in Northern Queensland in 1918
under the auspices of the Methodist and Presbyterian Church. He later gained a Bachelor of Arts degree, a Diploma
of Education, as well as a Master of Arts Degree with his research thesis on the teaching of history in Australian
secondary schools.

He was put forward for a teaching position at Charters Towers by his former principal and friend Dr Rossiter and
besides teaching English, history and economics, he was actively involved with the school's drama society. Dr
Rossiter, who in the meantime had been appointed as headmasterof Per t h’ s  Wesley £dilegeg dffared s
Roy, as he preferred to be called, a place as second in charge at Wesley in 1938. The fact that Dr Rossiter offered
Mr Collins a position equivalent to what we would today call a deputy headmaster, demonstrates in what high
regard Dr Rossiter held Mr Collins, despite his relative youth.

Mr C odaskidn ffiosthe theatre continued to be part of his life at Wesley College, where he was involved in

He was president of UNAAWA for ten years and his concept of freedom reflected universal respect for rights and

freedom of the individual over the state. His main focus as president was to promote peace and security and he

tirelessly emphasised the need to revise and strengthen the United Nations Charter.

In 1979 Mr Huelin was awarded the first United Nations Peace Medal in Western Australia, in recognition of his
services to the international community, in advancing and promoting human rights.

Additional evidence of his wide and extensive service to the community is reflected in his work as member for

thirty and president for twelve years with the Good Neighbour Council, an agency which helped to settle newly

arrived migrants. He was activeas a member of Amnesty I nt and plaged Bnon a | ’
instrumental role in the Freedom From Hunger Campaign. He was the foundation Chair member of UNICEF in WA

and a member of Austcare.

He worked as the Honourable Treasurer of the Federal United Nations Association of Australia for a number of
years, represented UNAA at manyinter nat i onal conferences and was el ect

He was a member of Rotary, a member of the Aboriginal Advancement Council and a member of the Australian
Institute for International Affairs.




Mr Huelin was born in 1910 and passed away in 1982. Prior to his death, beginning in 1980 he was in the process

of completing his Masters Thesis at the University of Western Australia on Post-War Politics and Law relating to
Aboriginal people. His unfinished thesis was published as a book entitled * Ohhe Road t teaBwgithal i t
WA pditics and the law relating to Borigines over three decades in WA. The Law Society provided a grant to
enable it to be published. The book aims to show that to achieve equal statasmulticultural Australia,
Aboriginal people must take part in government, administration, local government and everyofadaily life'

Miss Claire Casey was a school teacher and principal by profession and attended the ANCU and UNAA Conferences
in Hobart in January 1969. During her time as Vice-President of UNAAWA she acted as the Chair of the UNICEF
Committee and ran a composite card shop to raise funds for UNICEF. As President of the Organisation, Miss Casey
supported the Pakistan Relief Appeal and advanced the role of the United Nations Association of Australia in WA.
Miss Casey emphasised the role of UNAAWA and other Non-Governmental Organisations in monitoring the work
of government and highlighting issues of concern.

Sir Thomas Wardle was a colourful and enigmatic local personality. Initially a self made business man, he
revolutionised the retail industry in Western Australia and became a millionaire with a 200 store retail empire. In
due course,hewase | ect ed Lord Mayor an dtoctommegdandehd comnunitl i 6f
Perth, Local Studies Subject file]. Returning from a family holiday in Sweden, where he had for the first time
encountered self-service grocery stores, he opened a small self-service discount outlet in North Perth and called it
“Tom t h'gCityhPerenplocal Studies Subject file]. He operated on a 10 per cent margin, rather than the
local standardised version of 25 per cent at the time. To evade the boycott of his outraged local competition Mr
Wardle secretly purchased his goods from interstate and employed women as his store managers.

He was elected Lord Mayor of Perth in 1967 and retired from the post in 1972. Despite being known as a tough
businessman, he was a generous philanthropist, evident in his significant and often secret donations to medical,
artistic, sporting and community charities. Local historian C.T. Stannage has highlighted that Sir Thomas,
‘sponsored a medical student at the University of Western Australia, established recreation centres for children of
working mothers, as well as paid the salaries of three chaplains.’ His interest and focus on community service is not
only evident in his public generosity but also by his involvement in a vast array and variety of projects. Sir Thomas
was, for example, an acting Governor of the WA Opera Company, and a Chairman of both the Trustees of the
Western Australian Museum and the Aboriginal Cultural Material Committee. In his role as president of UNAAWA,
he demonstrated a keen interest in the principles and objectives of the United Nations and actively promoted the
UN locally.

1982¢ 1985 Owen Loneragan

Owen Loneragan gained a Diploma in Forestry in 1951 from the Australian Forestry School in Canberra, a Bachelor
of Forestry in 1954 and a Master of Science from the University of Western Australia in 1963. His passion for the
environment is reflected in his work for more than three decades of regenerating and preserving native flora and
fauna, in particular the sustainable ecological protection and development of Jarrah, Karri and Sandalwood forests.
He incessantly promoted models for sustainable habitats in order to maintain sustainable living for local
communities.

He developed a passion for Esperanto in 1970, an international language officially recognised by UNESCO in 1954,
with the aim to promote peace. He has worked towards its advancement ever since. His involvement with the
Esperanto League has extended to representing the international language on the UNAA executive and he has
been awarded Honorary Life Membership of the Esperanto League of Western Australia. Mr Loneragan has been a
member of the WA Executive since 1972 and he has not only served as President but also as Vice-President of the
Organisation.

In 1982, the United Nations Year of the Tree, both Mr Loneragan and Mr Mervyn Knight promoted the Year of the
Tree at the Royal Show Pavilion in Perth. The campaign was sponsored by the Forests Products Association of WA.
In addition, he was one of the founding members of the steering Committee of Greening Australia, a non-profit
environmental organisation established in 1982 by the collaborative work of both the United Nations Association
and the Nursery Industry Association of Australia. The aim of Greening Australia is to reverse the negative impact
of tree decline on the environment [Greening Australia]. He has been an active member and Convenor of the
UNAAWA Environment Committee.

Mr Loneragan was awarded Life Membership of UNAAWA in 1991.

Mr Loneragan was awarded a United Nations Association of Australia Inc Peace Award in 1996, in recognition of his

He moved to
Busselton, where he was elected Mayor and left the post after a few years to continue his work with the Methodist
Church in Busselton.

Dr Keith Suter was born in London in 1948 and immigrated to Australia in 1973. His strong involvement with the
United Nations Associations began over four decades ago, when riding his bicycle as an 18 year old. He stopped at
a newsagent to buy an icecream and noticed a magazine called New World which was a monthly journal published
by the London branch of the United Nations Association. He was so impressed with the publication that he joined
the London branch's Youth Movement, eventually became its chair and later worked as the Human Rights
Secretary for the UN Association in London. He immigrated to Australia in 1973 to gain his PhD and prior to his
arrival in Perth, he was involved with the NSW branch of the United Nations Association of Australia.

Over the last three decades he has actively promoted peace and disarmament. In the period from 1978 to 1999, he
was intermittently President of UNAA and UNAAWA and awarded life membership of UNAA in 1999. A member of
the executive committee of the international law association, in 1984 he was Chairperson of the Independent
Inquiry into Nuclear Weapons and Other Consequences of Australian Uranium Mining. He acted as the United
NationAssoci at i on’ enthRAugtralienss@verimant Natioreal Consultative Committee on Peace and
Disarmament since 1985 and was awarded the Australian Government Peace Medal in 1986, the year of
International Peace. He was one of the Foundational Directors of Trinity Peace Research Institute Perth 1986-91.
Dr Suter has been a Member of the Executive Committee World Federation UN Associations (Geneva) since 1989.

Between 1991 and 1998, he acted as the President for Peace and Conflict Studies at the University of Sydney. A
memberofthewor | d’ s most pr e sClub ofRoreuisce 1898, herhds published knany Hodkseon
a variety of subjects including: Human Rights Protection, conflict resolution, peaceful settlement, as well as the UN
and disarmament.

Mrs Shirley Landquist grew up during the Great Depression and at the outbreak of World War Il she had only just
reached the tender age of fifteen. Growing up, as one of six siblings, her mother instilled in her the need to get an
education with the objective to work for a government agency. Young Shirley attended Business College and
obtained the best marks in her year for a Public Service entrance examination. She was one of the first class of
girls who were trained to be telegraphists, which at that time was the only means of telecommunications.

As President of the WA division of the UN Association, Mrs Landquist actively promoted a variety of issues
including the rights of Indigenous Australians, social welfare concerns, peace, nuclear disarmament and the
protection of our environment. She organised Palm Sunday Marches for nuclear disarmament and worked closely
with John E Koeyers Snr, the UNAA delegate to the UN Conference on Environment and Development [UNCED] in
Brazil in 1992. She was the driving force behind the publication of 'The Rio Report' by UNAAWA in 1993. The
UNCED Conference remains of vital significance, as it marked the practical beginnings of the Framework
Convention on Climate Change [UNFCCC], which was opened for signature at the Rio Conference. In addition, as
Matt Mc Donal d has poi nt e grovided b contekt inewhidd atatas eonld maven towards
cooperatively establishing set reductions in greenhus:¢«

In 1994 & 1995, Mrs Landquist was President of the Esperanto League. She acted as guest speaker on UN Days and
organised Peace Marches from Kings Park to the Supreme Court Gardens for the International Day of Peace during
the 1980s. She was suggested for outstanding services to the United Nations Association of Western Australia for
life membership in 2010.

Reverend Keith McCallum Dowding was a Methodist Reverend in the United Kingdom before working as the
Minister of the Uniting Church in Australia from 1977. Prior to his arrival in Australia, Reverend Dowding actively
promoted membership of the United Nations Association in England and one of his achievements was a successful
increase in membership drive. He was a founding Member and Honourable Secretary of the Freedom from Hunger
Committee 1962. In 1972, he was appointed as National Vice-President of the United Nations Association of
Australia, a post which he held for a year and in 1979 he worked as the Federal UNAA secretary. In the period of
1978-1980 he acted as the Convenor for People for Nuclear Disarmament. In 1986, he promoted the International
Year of Peace in Western Australia as the Vice—Chairman for the WA Committee for the International Year of
Peace.

Reverend Dowding was a member of the Australian Labor Party but in due process he was expelled as he was
against the * Whit & adefansler of Bumdn eightfaod advanged racial ehealitywv evident for
example in his role as one of the founding members of WARE [West Australians for Racial Equality].His son, Peter
Dowding, was a former Premier of Western Australia. Mr Dowding passed away at the age of 97.

Willem Bouwer gained a BA in Politics and Psychology, as well as a Graduate Diploma of Education from the
University of Western Australia. In addition, he obtained a Bachelor of Cultural Studies from Curtin University and
a Master of Defence [UNSW-ADFA]. Mr Bouwer was a former President of the United Nations Student Association
[UNSA], and acted as the National Vice-President and National Security Secretary of UNAA.

Mr Bouwer advocated and participated iandattended medtihgs
as the Community Education Subcommittee Convenor. WA was the only state to establish such a taskforce,
working on strategies to reduce the burden for those on low incomes, as part of the State’s broader commitment
to the International Decade for the Eradication of Poverty.

Mr Bouwer now works as the Executive Director of Procurement Policy in the Australian Capital Territory, where
he is responsible for the coordination of the Procurement Policy directorate.

He has been active on the Board of Anglicare since 1984, and
acted as the Secretary of the WA Division of the Australian & New Zealand Association for the Advancement of
Science (ANZAAS). To highlight just a few of his many activities, he was the Treasurer of the Royal School of Church
Music (WA), acted as the Vice-President of the Council of International Students (WA) and was a member of the
Refugee Council of WA.

Although he worked as a geologist in the mining industry for over twenty years, his passion and interest has always
rested with the protection of human rights and the advancement of social justice. Whilst working as a geologist, he
began volunteering for UNICEF Australia in Perth. During his time with UNICEF he came in contact with the WA
Division of the United Nations Association and subsequently joined the organisation in 1992.

He remains an active office volunteer and contributes a significant amount of time and effort to the Association
and to the cause of raising public awareness of the United Nations and its work.

Michael Beahan was born in London in 1937. He was of Irish descent and later immigrated to Australia with his
family. Prior to entering Federal Parliament he worked as a WA State Secretary for the Australian Labor Party, a
State Director of the Australian Trade Union Training Authority (WA) and as an education officer at the WA Trade
and Labour Council. In addition, Mr Beahan was an economics lecturer and an electrician.

He was a member of the Association for a number of years and his expertise was in government policies. Mr
Beahan had planned to conduct a strategic plan but moved to Victoria before the work could be carried out. He
had an extensive network of decision makers in WA and was always available for speaking engagements. He
moved to Melbourne in 2001.

Mr Beahan was a true activist and always enthusiastic and ready to promote and advance the objectives of the
United Nations Association of WA.

He was a Labor Party Senator representing Western Australia in the Australian Senate from 1987 to 1996 and the
President of the Australian Senate 1994 to 1996.

Dr Nancy Hudson—Rodd is a PhD Research Fellow at Edith Cowan University in Perth. Her particular interest rests

with the promotion of human rights, human dignity and peace. During her term as President she was involved in a
range of activities at local, national and international levels to foster dignity and respect for all individuals and to
raise awareness of the work of the UN. She actively advanced the rights of women, refugees and asylum seekers
and promoted peace. She was incessantly engaged in highlighting human rights violations in Burma and helped

organise a public protest rally.

In 2002, she worked closely with the Sex Worker Action Group [SWAG] in opposition of WA's proposed Draft
Prostitution Control Bill which would have denied the human rights of sex workers. Some of her actions included
speaking on television, hol ding press conferences a
fraternity in WA.

Dr Hudson-Rodd conducted an Asia Pacific Training Workshop for Amnesty International Australia WA concerning
the countriesin Au st r al i a 'their posieiq bnchamararights and refugees. She raised awareness of the
plight of refugees and asylum seekers in Australia by speaking at public rallies and to the media concerning the
detention of children, men and women, in support of the human rights of individuals and in opposition to the
Austral i an deegardfar muman dignity.9n addition, she organised events, such as Refugees in Crisis,
where former refugees wrote, directed and acted in plays and expressed their maltreatment artistically.

As part of a submission to the Australian Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade [DFAT], she highlighted that
Australia needs to offer more support to asylum seekers. She stated, that even though ‘Australian is a signatory to
the 1951 Refugee Convention and the 1967 Protocol, it remains the only wealthy and developed country to have a
policy and practice of mandatory detention, in denial of rights of asylum seekers’.




She promoted peace by indicating in her submission to DFAT, that Australia should gear the training of its armed
forces towards peacekeeping missions rather than conflict suchas Australia’'s support
andt he “ War She alsd suggestedrt.h”a t Australia shoul dof fandingnua
international aid for development, providing for clean water, sanitation and maternal child health, rather than to
war .’

’

She raised awareness on the UN International Day for the Elimination of Racial Discrimination by launching a
bookmark, which was widely distributed to public schools and universities. The United Nations Association of WA

was awarded a Multicultural Interest Community Grant to create the bookmark, which recognised and marked the
anniversary of the Sharpeville Massacre in South Africa in 1960 on the 21 March. The bookmark included phrases
l'i ke, the “United Nations is founded on the princip
dignity, dialogue and diversity.

Christopher Steytler was born in South Africa in 1950 and gained a Bachelor's degree and LLB from the University
in Cape Town. He relocated to Australia in 1976 and has worked as a QC since 1992. In the period from 1999 to
2001, he taught ethics at the Faculty of Law at the University of Western Australia as a visiting fellow. In 1994, he
became a Judge at the Supreme Court of Western Australia and was appointed the president of the Western
Australian Court of Appeal in 2005. Mr Steytler held this position until 2009, when he retired from the WA
Supreme Court after 14 years of distinguished service. According to UWA Vice-Chancellor Alan Robson, Mr Steytler
is “held in the very hiogfheesssti otnsofebeadt lagasmindgisthe Sthtd' &
September 2009, Mr Steytler was appointed Winthrop Professor of Law at the University of Western Australia.

As the President of UNAAWA, he saw his principal focus as rationalising its subcommittees and raising its profile
through the dissemination of information concerning the work of the UN. His activities included a number of talks,
as well as making submissions to Government bodies concerning Australia's treaty obligations.

As mentioned above, during his time as President of UNAAWA he was a judge of the Supreme Court of Western
Australia. On the commencement of the Court of Appeal in this State, Mr Steytler became its founding President,
subsequently leaving him with insufficient time to continue with UNAAWA. Mr Steytler currently acts as the
Parliamentary Inspector of the WA Corruption and Crime Commission.

The aims of the Model UN are to raise the awareness of university students to human rights issues and to bring
them closer to the processes and difficulties of negotiating global compromises within representative countries.
St u d aeativte participation in these Model UN simulations fosters awareness, enhances understanding and
increases interest in human rights issues. Dr Ryan actively supported Indigenous Australian university students to
participate in the human rights debates in the UN Model programmes. She promoted particular Indigenous issues
relating to women, family, health, education, empowerment, and community and national representation.

Dr Ryan has focused on fostering civil society dialogue and establishing close working relationships with
Government departments, community groups and Non-Governmental Organisations. She conducted workshops
and held public presentations on a variety of human rights issues. In 2007, she presented human rights papers at
the Conferences and debates in Oxford and China, as well as participated in the International Human Rights
Conference in NSW in 2008.

Mr Laurie Wilkinson

Mr Lawrence Degenhart Wilkinson was born in November 1903 in Fremantle, Western Australia, where he
attended Perth Modern School and later studied engineering in Adelaide. Mr Wilkinson joined the Quaker Society

of Friends in 1947, and expressed his belief in peace by actively engaging in social and political action. He was a

l ong time member of Western wskkced ta Fedes! P&liamfert B a Blioa t e
Senator representing WA in 1966. He served in Federal Parliament for eight years and was awarded Life
Membership of the ALP in 1976.

Mr Wilkinson was a pacifist at heart, committed to the principles of justice and peace. He combined personal faith
with worldly action and saw it as his responsibility to translate his values and devotion to peace into the social and
political spheres. Both Laurie and his wife Nancy Wilkinson were most dedicated supporters of the United Nations.
Together they financially supported causes like the Ships for Peace Missions or Human Rights for Just Participatory
Democracy, as well as conferences on a More Democratic United Nations [CAMDUN] and a New International
Economic Order [NIEO].

Both Mr and Mrs Wilkinson promoted social justice for refugees and children and Laurie Wilkinson was very
involved in the promotion of disarmament, acting on the Peace and Disarmament Subcommittee. Mr Wilkinson
was a foundation member of the WA branch of UNAA and was given life membership for his incessant work for
peace and for his extensive contributions on the Executive Management of the Association. Nancy Wilkinson was
elected first Treasurer of the WA Division of UNAA.

Laurie Wilkinson has been described as ‘cheerfu

Semple was prominent in a most positive way during the tumultuous NOONKANBAH events of 1980-81. He worked
as a Chaplain to overseas students, was concerned for their welfare and was in charge of Methodist Immigration
support for 15 years. He was conscientious and aware of the inequalities around the globe and did his utmost to
advance equality. Rev. Semple had great faith in the humanitarian programme of the United Nations and the
future of mankind.

Beryl & Jack Boardman

Beryl and Jack Boardman were dedicated supporters of UNAAWA and received Life Membership in recognition of
their outstanding services and contributions to the Association and the promotion of human rights.

Beryl and Jack met in 1946 in Victoria, wher ger,dher yl
10™ June 1948, they got married. Jack worked as a bank officer for the Commonwealth Bank and Beryl was a
professional nurse. They first became involved with the United Nations Associatonwh en Ral ph Boar d
father, established the Victorian branch in Croyden in 1949.

Following their move to Western Australia in 1963, both Beryl and Jack became intrinsically involved with the WA
division of UNAA. Jack worked as its Treasurer for many years, as well as Convenor of the Human Rights
Committee, whilst Beryl actively volunteered in the office. Mr Boardman was a member of the WA Executive from
1969 to 1996 and concerns for social wel fare and
effort. He actively supported Aboriginal Land Rights and a legislative response to Aboriginal death in custody. In
addition, he promoted nuclear disarmament.
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Jack and Beryl were great supporters of the cause of independence for the East Timorese people and Jack, along
with Dr Keith Suter ensured that the subject was advanced and kept on the agenda. Jack was the leading
campaigner for the right of the East Timorese for self-determination and was a member of the Friends of East
Timor. In 1992, he was aboard the Lusitania Expresso to protest the Timor Gap treaty between Australia and
Indonesia, that effectively ignored Indonesian human rights violations in East Timor and disregarded the East
Timorese right to self-determination, in favour of economic gains.

In 1996, Mr Boardman was invested with a Peace Award from UNAA in recognition of his outstanding services to
the United Nations Association of Australia in WA for more than twenty seven years.

Jack was tragically killed crossing Beaufort Street on his way to attend a C.A.R.E [Campaign Against Racial
Exploitation] meeting, on a stormy Wi n t night in Jsine 1996.

He was posthumously awarded a UNAA Peace Award to acknowledge his work for Human Rights and Justice on
behalf of Aboriginal People and the East Timorese in their struggle for peace and justice.
